In the coming weeks, students will be working through a
program called ‘The Positive Detective’. Thank you to
Fairbrother who have very generously supported the full
cost of this for our school. This program is an emotional
wellbeing and positive education school program designed
to enhance our positive resources. It encourages us to be
more intentional in looking for good things in our
environment, relationships and in ourselves by focussing on
what is going well rather than what is not, we intentionally
take responsibility for our mood, happiness and wellbeing.
This program has been successfully run through several
primary schools in Southern Tasmania.

The Pillowcase Project

Australian Red Cross is visiting our school this term to deliver
the Pillowcase Project to our Year 3 and 4 students. The
Pillowcase Project is a school based disaster preparedness
education program designed to build children’s knowledge
and capacity in disaster preparedness. Sponsored by Disney,
the program is part of an international pilot currently taking
place in five other countries. From experience, Australian
Red Cross knows that teaching children how to prepare for
emergencies can help keep their families and communities
safe. This project is part of a broader commitment by Red
Cross’ Emergency Services to educate the community on
disaster preparedness. In addition to the 60 minute
presentation, run free of charge, students will receive a
pillowcase to take home and create their own personal
emergency kit. These sessions will take place on Thursday
31°t August and Friday 1 September.
